THE HALLOWING OF THE ALTAR
The Archbishop standing before the Haly Table, the School Chaplain shall read ;

In the same night that he was berrayed, Jesus took Bread; and, when he had given thanks, he
brake it, and gave it to his disciples, saying, Take, eat, this is my Body which is given for you: Do
this in remembrance of me. Likewise after supper he wok the Cup; and, when he had given thanks,
he gave it to them, saying, Drink ve all of this; for this is my Blood of the New Testament, which is
shed for you and for many for the remission of sins: Dho this, as oft as ye shall drink it, in remem-
brance of me.

Then ihe Archbiskop shall say :

A DESCRIPTION OF THE BUILDINGS

This school has been designed as a two-form entry grammar school for boys in so far as its
schedule of sccommodation is concerned, with the addivion of a small chapel and westry.

The fact that this is a Church of England grammar school is perhaps the most important cle-
ment in its planning and design and, although the only visible evidence of this is the dominant plac-
ing of the school chapel, it is hoped that it will be evident throughout the development,

The site 15 pleasant, with enly a limited frontage on to the Faicfield Road, and the buildings have
been ser well back from the main road frontage so thar they are approached across broad lawns, the
main entrance to the school being flanked by the school chapel and the assembly hall on one's
right as one enters the building.

There are three main sections to the plan —
(1" The Assembly Hall, Chapel, Entrance Hall arca.
{2y The Main Three Sporey Teaching Block.

(3) The Specialist Rooms, which are in three zones ;—
(a) The Gymnasium.
by Kitchen, Wood and Meral Work area.
(e} Library, Ars and Crafits area.

Taking these in order, it should be nowed that the entramce hall and stage are planned as onc
arca, =0 that they may be wed for dining purposes and that the main foor area, within the assembly
hall, has been planned at a bower level out of which steps rise into the chapel. In this way the whole
of the School can congregare in the assembly hall and amend a service in the chapel adjoining, merely
by drawing the curtains which separate the chapel from the hall. The stairs between the two spaces
form the equivalent between the nave and chancel of the church, With the curains drawn an ingi-
mate chapel for private meditation or worship is provided.

The main teaching block has cloakroom and toilet facilities at ground floor level on its
north-eastern elevation. Two staircases rise to 15t and 2nd foor levels, and nine classrooms, four
science laboratories and four division rooms are housed in this block.

In the Eastern wing are situated the library and ars/crafis room, with a separate exit to the
playgrounds and playing fields, whilst in the Western wings are situated the kitchen, boiler house,
wood and metal work room, zoned together as these are the noisy elements of the group and
scparated from the assembly hall by a grassed court

To the Sowth of the entrance hall are sinated changing rooms and gymnasium, together with
separate indepensdent cxit to playing felds, tennis  courts and paved areas. The changing room also
serves as a green room for stage productions,

Classrooms and administrative rooms generally have good views o the south and west across the
playing ficld arcas,

The buildings are generally constructed of load bearing brickwork with reinforced concrere stair-
cases to first and second floors. The method of construction is expressed in the appearance of the
group of buildings which, though they have windows sufficient o provide the necessary lighting
standards, are of a solid and permanent character. The copper roofs add character and distincrion to
the group in general. The chapel s faced with Portland stone externally and in part internally and
is, again, roofed in copper. The floor finishes are generally of hardwood with the exception of the cir-
culation areas, which are of Crestaline. The buildings are heated by means of a low-temperature hot
water system, the boilers being oil fired.

THE MOSAIC

The beautiful mosaic on the East front of the chapel was designed and executed by Miss J. M.
HasweLL, of Middlesbrough.

The theme of the mosaic is the upsurge of the Holy Spirit, whose sevenfold gifts are recorded in
Isiah, chapter 11, verse 2, and are echoed in the prayer of the Bishop in the Confirmation Service before
the moment of the laying on of hands.

The mosaic stands as a constant reminder that the sacred and the secular alike stem from the one
Creator, in whom we live and move and have our being.

A BRIEF HISTORY OF THE SCHOOL

Stockton Grammar School had three precursors. From them, the Blue Coat School (an Anglican
foundation), the High School (a private venture of the late nineteenth century), and the old Grammar
School, the present school has inherited ideals of faith and service, and academic standards.

The Blue Coat school came into existence in 1721. The first classes were held in a school room
near the Parish Church. The school, supported by voluntary subscriptions, was to educate 20 boys
“in writing, reading and arithmetic and in the principles of religion”. They were clothed in “habits
blue and faced with yellow”, and were given “a Bible, Testament and a Common Prayer Book”. When
girls were admitted in 1759, under the same regulations they were to be taught in addition “sewing,
spinning and other honest skills”.

The school day began at 6 a.m. in the Summer and 9 a.m. in the Winter. The master and mistress
were to concern themselves with the cleanliness, and morals of their pupils.

From the first, as we have seen, the school was financed by public subscription, but when in the
middle of the eighteenth centrury the school expanded, the trustees, from 1729, invested some of their
funds in land. So with subscriptions, the income from land, and severable notable substantial bequests,
the finances were placed on a firm basis. The main benefactors in the first hundred years were Bishop
Barrington, Gilpin Brown and George Sutton, representing in the school the interest of Church and town.

It seems fairly certain that a general school was attached to the foundation by the late eighteenth
century, for it appears that it was from such a school that the Scholars to be clothed were selected, “a
preference being given to merit”. New buildings were necessary, and in 1786 were erected in Norton
Road, with further extensions in 1810. However, all the buildings were remodelled and again extended
in 1819. The School was now called a National School. Conditions were Spartan, but in 1863 the
School was completely rebuilt in the current architectural style (Mock Gothic) at a cost of £3,000.
The hall and outer walls on Norton Road still remain. From this date until the dissolution in 1894,
although 40 of the pupils were still clothed in the traditional manner, the rest were charged 3d. a week.
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
