EDITORIAL

W another page of this magazine, there appears an asscrtion
that man will travel into space by the end of 1961, Whether or
not this statement is true, and it is only intended as conjecture, it
1xstifies without doubt to the dominance of the idea of progress,
especially scientific progress, in our contemporary society. Yet the
value of such progress is handly ever questionad, and this is, regret-
ably, because it is of material benefit to man, and in many cases
strengthens his chances of survival. Mevertheless, such writers as
George Orwell and Aldous Huxley have shown us that the logical
development of our present society would lead to an almost com-
plete nullification of the acsthetic sense and creative powers of man,
It would perhaps be as well to consider the implications of their
revelations.

The function of man is to create, but scientific materialism
leads to destruction. Nevertheless, this does not condemn the basic
idea of progress, which is good. Progress, as the poet Tennyson
saw it, is a re-invigoration of and a stimulus to society, but it is
abowve all a Natural sequence and takes place in both the Arts and
the Sciences in a complementary fashion, Material progress is only
a means 1o an end, and the important question is what is man to
do when he gains this end. The answer is that he must strive 1o
develop and wse his aesthetic and creative powers in proportion
to this progress, and this is in fact the chief purpose of his life,

Thus, the aim of education in this and any age is to teach man
in his formative years how to do this, and a school must, therefore,
be an establishment firmly grounded in the thoughts and thinkers of
the past, but with its main impetus directed towards the future,
